Arrival & Pick-Up Procedures 

● Families must arrive on time. Late arrivals may miss instructions or disrupt the session. 

● Families arrive directly at the designated facility or meeting location. 

● Parking is available on site at the park or recreation center. 

● Drop-off and pick-up occur at the facility entrance or designated meeting area. 

● No QR code or gated access is required for park-based programs. 

● Instructors will meet students at the designated location at the start of the session. 

 

Pick-Up & Student Release 

• Pick-up takes place promptly at the scheduled end time of the session. 

• Students are released only to approved adults listed on file. 

• A valid photo ID may be required at pick-up for student release. 

• Late pick-ups may result in additional restrictions on future participation. 

 

Additional Notes 

Arrival and pick-up expectations are in place to ensure safety, supervision, and respect for 

shared facilities. Because Charlotte Cornerstone programs vary by size and activity type, 

procedures depend on the program location. All details are communicated to enrolled families 

prior to each session or event.
